o Applications	will	be	processed	on	a	first-come,	first-served	basis.
o If	your	accommodation	request	is	no	longer	available,	we	will	contact	you	and	advise	what	alternatives	are

available	and	whether	or	not	you	wish	to	change.
o Accommodation	must	be	booked	for	the	entire	7 nights.
o In	addition	to	your	accommodation	a	camp	levy	fee	of	$50	per	family/group,	or	$20	per	single

(aged 16 or over) will	apply	to	cover	additional	cleaning	cost	imposed	by	the	camp	administration.	Please
include	this	in	your calculations.

o Day	trippers	must	notify	us	in	advance	if	you	intend	on	coming	into	camp.	Please	indicate	the	days	you	are
expecting	to	attend	on	the	JotForm	(registration	form).	There	is	also	a	levy	of	$5	per	person	or	$10	per	family.
Please	report	to	camp	admin	Shirley	Wright	to	notify	her	when	you	are	on	site.

o Once	your	accommodation	is	confirmed	we	will	advise	the	final	cost.
o Final	payment	is	required	on	or	before	the 10th December 2021.
